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This application note will step you through the correct process to successfully backup
a PICED, Schedule Plus or HomeGate project. Please follow the steps below.
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Note:

Open the project that you want to backup.

Click on File.

Click on Archive.

Click on Export to Archive.

Select ‘All files in the Project directory and its sub-directories’ and click next.
Ensure ‘Include C-Bus Project’ is ticked and click next.

Ensure ‘Include Windows Fonts’ is ticked and click next.

If there are any ‘non standard’ fonts used in the project, you will need to copy
them into the <Project Directory>\fonts folder first.

Select the location of where you want the archive file to be saved and click
Finish.

The project is now backed up with:
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All the used fonts.

All the used pictures.
All the used animations.
All the used sounds.
The C-Bus Project.

The archive file can now be backed up onto a CD or it can be e-mailed.
