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If you have more than one PC on an Ethernet network, you can get a number of
computers remotely connected to one instance of C-Gate. To do this:

1) Navigate to C:\Clipsal\C-Gate2\Config and open the access.txt file.

2) Create a new line in the file and type in remote IP Address program (where
the IP address is the IP Address of the remote PC that you want to connect to
C-Gate. The line of code should look similar to the example below.

remote 10.120.120.120 program
3) Do this for all each PC you want to connect to C-Gate.
4) Save and exit.
5) Run C-Gate.

C-Gate has now been set up to accept connections from remote PCs. All that it left to
do is connect the remote PCs to C-Gate.

If you are connecting to a remote version of C-Gate using Toolkit, use the Connect
to a Remote Project Repository function (File menu), to connect. This prompts you
for the IP Address of the PC with C-Gate running on it. Once the relevant details
have been entered, the Toolkit Project Manager will display the Toolkit projects on
the remote PC.

If you are connecting to a remote version of C-Gate using Schedule Plus, HomeGate
or PICED, use the Project Details Wizard to connect (Project menu). Once you are on
the “Select C-Bus Project” page of the wizard, select Remote Machine option. Enter
the IP Address of the PC with C-Gate running on it. Click on the Load Projects button
and the Toolkit projects on the remote machine will appear in the
C-Bus Projects drop down box.
