TPHBM2 - LED Highbay
(@ Isolate mains power.

(@ Select suitable location for installation.
NOTE: Do not use the power cable to support the weight of the Highbay during and/or after mounting.
(® Attach enclosed mounting hook @ (if not fitted) and screw to a torque setting of 8.5 Nm.

@ Tighten grub screw at ®).

(® Ensure mounting method (© is of suitable weight rating to be able to support the Highbay.

(® Attach safety chain shown at ©).

@ Connect mains power to the Highbay.

(D Using #4 phillips bit driver, remove the screws around the edge of the 120° lens,
removing the centre screw last.

NOTE: Keep these screws aside to fit the 90° reflector lens assembly.

®

Remove the 120° lens and gasket from the Highbay housing.

(® Remove the 90° reflector lens from its packaging.

@ Install the gasket on the cleaned 90° reflector lens slot.

(® Check for dirt and clean the 90° reflector lens and highbay (if required).
®

Place 90° reflector lens on the front face of the Highbay ensuring that the 11 screw
holes line up with the holes on the LED module board. Check that each LED chip is
in the middle of each optic node of the 90° reflector lens.

Fix the 90° reflector lens through the centre screw (®). Recheck the lens and PCB
to make sure they are assembled at the exact location, then tighten up the screw to
0.7 Nm.

Screw and tighten up the remaining 10 screws to 0.7 Nm, in sequence from to
() as shown in the diagram on the right.

NOTE: Ensure a tight fitting to maintain the IP65 rating, taking care not to over-tighten or
strip the screw heads.
